“It is vital for us as a guild that any of the planned new nuclear units - at Kozloduy NPP or
the Belene NPP, gets underway. If a decision is not taken now, the nuclear sector in
Bulgaria will be doomed and will face a silent shutdown”, Georgiev said, as quoted by the
Bulgarian National Radio.
